These sessions give pupils across the school the opportunity to develop their understanding of staying safe online, as well as a safe space to share any worries or experiences they may have encountered in the digital world.
The cafés are always well attended and provide a valuable opportunity for our E‑Safety Champions to share practical advice and positive online habits with the wider school community.
We aim to schedule the cafés just before or shortly after school holidays, as this is typically a time when children are spending increased amounts of time using digital devices.

Safer Internet Day 2026 will take place on the 10th of February 2026, with celebrations and learning based around the theme ‘Smart tech, safe choices – Exploring the safe and responsible use of AI’.
