Key Stage 2 SATs: Monday 11 May to Thursday 14 May 2026 

 

Next week, the Year 6 children will be sitting their end of Key Stage 2 SATs. They have worked 

very hard and have already made us very proud; we now just ask that they try their best to 

show what they can do! 

 

A number of children have signed up for the SATs breakfast club, so can arrive at school 

through the office at 8.15am. This will be a relaxed start to the day for the children to socialise 

and prepare for the day ahead.  

 

If your child is not attending breakfast club, they need to be at school by 8.45am each morning 

of the assessments through the gates. They will complete the register and do some quick recap 

of key information before sitting the assessment.  

 

If your child is medically unfit and cannot attend school on the day please call the school 

office by 8.30am. You will be required to remove any possible contact with any other Year 6 

child from your child (mobile phones, online gaming etc.). We will need to carry out home visits 

to ensure that these protocols have been put in place. When your child is then well enough to 

return to school, you will be required to sign to say that you have ensured there has been no 

contact with other Year 6 children. They will then have to be kept isolated from the other Year 

6 children in the school until they have completed the assessments that they have missed. We 

understand that this sounds very strict, but we are required to follow clear guidelines for how 

the assessments must be administered.  

 

Have a restful and enjoyable weekend with your child and please encourage the children to 

have a good night’s sleep on Sunday night!
